Mae Gweinidogion Cymru yn cynnig y dylid
darparu rhan 1.2km newydd o Gefnffordd

i'r gogledd o Fachynlleth. Enw’r cynllun
arfaethedig yw Pont newydd yr A487 dros
Afon Dyfi (cyfeirir ato fel y “Cynllun”). Byddai’r
Cynllun yn cynnwys traphont newydd 725m

o hyd yn croesi Afon Dyfi a’i gorlifdir, 480m i
fyny’r afon o’r bont bresennol, Pont-ar-Ddyfi.

INTRODUCTION

The Welsh Ministers propose to provide a new
1.2km section of Trunk Road to the north of
Machynlleth. The proposed scheme is entitled
A487 New Dyfi Bridge (referred to as the
“Scheme”). The Scheme would include a new
725m long viaduct crossing the Afon Dyfi and
its floodplain, 480m upstream of the existing
bridge, Pont-ar-Ddyfi.

Llifogydd wedi eu hachosi gan Afon Dyfi ar draws yr A487

Flooding caused by the Afon Dyfi across A487

Dros y deng mlynedd at hugain diwethaf,
oherwydd dirywiad parhaus y bont, bu’'n rhaid
cwblhau gwaith cryfhau’r strwythur ynghyd a
gwneud atgyweiriadau parhaus i gadw’r bont
yn weithredol.

Mae Afon Dyfi yn gorlifo’n fynych, gan
wahanu’r cymunedau ar y naill ochr a’r llall i’r
afon. Mae gwelliannau i ddraenio lleol wedi'u
cyflawni dros y deugain mlynedd diwethaf,
ond mae problem sylfaenol llifogydd rhwng
Machynlleth a Phont-ar-Ddyfi yn parhau.

EXISTING CONDITIONS

From the northern edge of Machynlleth to
Pont-ar-Ddyfi, the existing trunk road consists
of a single carriageway with a separate shared
footway and cycleway. The trunk road crosses
the Afon Dyfi on the 19th century five arch
stone bridge; a grade II* listed structure and
Scheduled Monument.

The structure of the bridge is poor and poses
a risk to road users due to poor visibility at
the junction on the northern side. This poor
geometry results in continual damage to the
bridge walls from vehicle impact. The narrow
approach to the bridge from both Corris in
the northeast and Aberdovey in the northwest
exacerbates the problem.

In the last thirty years the continuing
deterioration of the bridge has necessitated
both the completion of strengthening works
to the structure as well as ongoing repairs to
keep the bridge operational.

The Afon Dyfi frequently floods severing the
communities on either side of the river. Local
drainage improvements have been carried out
over the last forty years but the fundamental
problem of flooding between Machynlleth and
Pont-ar-Ddyfi remains.

Cefnffordd Abergwaun i Fangor yr A487 yw’r
prif Iwybr strategol o’r de i'r gogledd ar hyd
arfordir gorllewin Cymru. Mae’r gefnffordd i'r
gogledd o Fachynlleth, sy’n croesi Afon Dyfi
dros Bont-ar-Ddyfi, wedi dioddef cynnydd yn y
traffig a llifogydd mynych er gwaethaf mesurau
draenio gwell.

Mae natur gul, is-safonol Pont-ar-Ddyfi yn
creu sefyllfa beryglus i ddefnyddwyr moduron
a defnyddwyr heblaw modurwyr oherwydd
bod aliniad y bont a’r gwelededd arni yn wael,
nid oes troedffyrdd ac mae cyffordd wael ar
ben ogleddol y bont, y cyfan yn arwain at
ddamweiniau traffig a cherbydau’n taro’r bont.

Er 2006, mae’r bont wedi bod ar gau am
bedwar diwrnod y flwyddyn ar gyfartaledd
oherwydd llifogydd a cherbydau’n taro
canllaw’r bont. Mae nifer y diwrnodau pan fydd
y llwybr ar gau oherwydd llifogydd yn debygol
0 gynyddu yn y dyfodol o ganlyniad i’r newid
yn yr hinsawdd.

Pan fo’r bont ar gau, rhaid i draffig ddargyfeirio
am 10 milltir gan ddefnyddio’r B4404, tra

bo’n rhaid i Gerbydau Nwyddau Trwm (HGV)
deithio 20 milltir i Cross Foxes i ailymuno a
ffordd yr A487.

Oherwydd oedi a chynnydd mewn amserau
teithio, mae costau i'r economi yn gysylltiedig
a chau'r llwybr hwn. Mae cau’r bont yn
effeithio ar allu’r gymuned i gyrraedd
gwasanaethau allweddol, gan gynnwys gofal
iechyd ac addysg, yn nhref Machynlleth a’r tu
hwnt.

The A487 Fishguard to Bangor Trunk Road

is the principal strategic south to north route
along the west coast of Wales. The trunk road
north of Machnylleth, which crosses the Afon
Dyfi on the Pont-ar-Ddyfi, has been subject to
increased traffic flows and repeated flooding
despite improved drainage measures.

The narrow sub-standard nature of Pont-ar-
Ddyfi causes a hazardous situation for both
motorised and non-motorised users with poor
alignment and visibility, no footways and a
poor junction at the northern end all of which
results in traffic collisions and bridge strikes.

Since 2006, the bridge has been closed for
an average of four days per year due to
flooding and parapet strikes. The number of
days that the route is closed due to flooding
is likely to increase in the future as a result of
climate change.

When the bridge is closed, traffic must follow a
10 mile diversion via the B4404, whilst Heavy
Goods Vehicles (HGVs) must travel 20 miles
to Cross Foxes to re-join the A487.

There are costs to the economy associated
with the closure of this route due to delays
and increased journey times. Bridge closures
affect the community’s accessibility to key
services including healthcare and education
within the town of Machynlleth and beyond.

The Welsh Government’s aim is to provide a
more reliable crossing of the Dyfi valley with a
new viaduct which would improve traffic flow,
connectivity and network resilience.

The Wales Transport Strategy ‘One Wales:
Connecting the Nation’ sets out the policy
framework for transport investment decisions
across Wales.

Eight scheme specific Transport Planning
Objectives (TPOs) were agreed during the
WelTAG planning stage:

» To improve the reliability of crossing the
Afon Dyfi for people, freight and emergency
vehicles on the A487 strategic corridor.

+ To improve efficient and reliable
accessibility to key services including
employment opportunities, healthcare and
education.

» To maintain the role of Machynlleth as a
vibrant and sustainable local centre.

+ To preserve the long-term integrity of the
Dyfi Bridge.

» To reduce the number and severity of
collisions and causalities on the A487 in the
study area.

» To ensure that flood risk to third parties is
not increased.

* To minimise the impact of transport
improvements on the landscape,
biodiversity, water resources and heritage.

» To increase the opportunity for efficient,
safe and reliable travel by walking and
cycling on the A487 corridor within the
study area.

Cafodd yr opsiynau ar gyfer y Cynllun a
mesurau trafnidiaeth cysylltiedig eraill eu
harfarnu gan ddefnyddio’r Arweiniad ar
Arfarnu a Chynllunio Trafnidiaeth Cymru
(WelTAG). Arfarnwyd yr opsiynau yn erbyn yr
Amcanion Cynllunio Trafnidiaeth, a’r tair elfen
gynaliadwyedd: yr economi, yr amgylchedd a
chymdeithas.

Roedd y cynlluniau amgen a ystyriwyd yn
cynnwys opsiynau am lwybrau i fyny ac i lawr
yr afon o’r bont bresennol, ail bont gyfochrog
ar gyfer traffig unffordd ar bob pont a llwybrau
a fyddai'n osgoi Machynlleth.

Yn ystod yr arfarniad, cynhaliwyd gweithdai
ymgysylltu & rhanddeiliaid yn 2011 gyda
chynrychiolwyr o Lywodraeth Cymru,
Awdurdod Parc Cenedlaethol Eryri, Cyngor Sir
Powys, Cyngor Gwynedd, Cadw, Asiantaeth yr
Amgylchedd, Sustrans, Asiantaeth Cefnffyrdd
Canolbarth Cymru ac eraill.

Daeth yr arfarniad i'r casgliad mai llwybr

yn croesi’r afon tua 480m i fyny’r afon o
Bont-ar-Ddyfi oedd yr opsiwn gorau. Ers
dyfarnu’r contract ar gyfer Ymwneud Cynnar
gan Gontractwr yn 2015, gwnaed gwaith i
ddatblygu dyluniad y cynllun. O bwys arbennig
yw’r gofyniad i sicrhau nad yw’r cynllun yn
cynyddu perygl llifogydd. Mae’r gofyniad hwn
wedi arwain at ostwng hyd gwreiddiol y ffordd
arfaethedig ar arglawdd a chynyddu hyd y
draphont fel y gall mwy o ddwr llifogydd lifo
heibio i’r strwythur pan fydd llifogydd.

Options for the Scheme and other associated
transport measures were appraised using
Welsh Transport Appraisal Guidance
(WelTAG). Options were appraised against
the Transport Planning Objectives, and the
three elements of sustainability: the economy,
environment, and society.

Alternatives considered included route options
upstream and downstream of the existing
bridge, a second parallel bridge for one-way
traffic on each bridge and routes to bypass
Machynlleth.

During the appraisal, stakeholder engagement
workshops were held in 2011 involving
representatives from Welsh Government,
Snowdonia National Park Authority, Powys
County Council, Gwynedd Council, Cadw,
Environment Agency, Sustrans, Mid Wales
Trunk Road Agency and others.

The appraisal concluded that a route crossing
the river approximately 480m upstream of
Pont-ar-Ddyfi was the best option. Since
award of the early contractor involvement
(ECI) contract in 2015 work has been
undertaken to develop the scheme design.
Of particular note is the requirement to
ensure that the scheme does not increase
the risk of flooding. This requirement has
resulted in reducing the original length of
the proposed road on embankment, and
increasing the length of the viaduct to allow
greater amounts of flood water through the
structure in times of flood.

Byddai'r Cynllun yn cynnwys ffordd unffrwd
newydd 1.2km o hyd. Byddai’r ffordd yn
dechrau ar gyrion gogleddol Machynlleth, yn
croesi gorlifdir Afon Dyfi ac yna’'n ailymuno

a ffordd bresennol yr A487 wrth Ffriddgate.
Byddai'r ffordd yn cynnwys un 16n i bob
cyfeiriad, gyda’r llain ar yr ochr orllewin yn
cynnwys troedffordd / llwybr beiciau ar y cyd.

Byddai’r Cynllun yn dechrau i'r gogledd o
Bont bresennol Rheilffordd Leiniau’r Cambrian
ar gyrion Machynlleth ac yn dechrau codi

ar arglawdd. Byddai cyffordd newydd i'r
gorllewin, yn cysylltu & ffordd bresennol

yr A487 wedi’i hail-alinio; ni fyddai hon yn
gefnffordd mwyach wedyn. Yna, byddai
cyffordd newydd i'r dwyrain, yn cynnig
mynediad i Barc Eco Dyfi.

Byddai’r Cynllun yn parhau i godi ar arglawdd
i uchder o 4.2m uwchlaw lefel bresennol y

tir, cyn trosglwyddo i draphont ddyrchafedig
725m o hyd dros orlifdir Afon Dyfi a’r afon ei
hun. Byddai’r draphont ar ffurf 18 rhychwant o
adeiladwaith dur a choncrit, wedi’u cynnal gan
barau o golofnau concrit crwn ar sylfeini pileri.

Byddai'r draphont yn ddigon llydan ar gyfer
un 16n o draffig i'r naill gyfeiriad a'r llall a
throedffordd/llwybr beiciau ar y cyd ar yr ochr
orllewinol. Byddai'r llain ar yr ochr ddwyreiniol
yn 0.6m o led ar hyd rhan syth y draphont

ac yn lledu o gwmpas y tro deheuol er mwyn
cynnig golwg digonol o'r pellter stopio.

Ar 6l croesi’r gorlifdir, byddai’r draphont yn
cyrraedd ei phwynt uchaf uwchlaw lefel
bresennol y ddaear (9m) wrth yr afon. Tua
480m i fyny’r afon o Bont-ar-Ddyfi ar hyn o
bryd, byddai gan y draphont un rhychwant
74m yn croesi Afon Dyfi.

Yna, byddai’r Cynllun yn cysylltu a ffordd
bresennol yr A487 trwy gyffordd wrth
Ffriddgate. Rhwng y gyffordd hon a Phont-ar-
Ddyfi, ni fyddai’r A487 yn gefnffordd mwyach a
byddai'n cael rhif newydd, sef yr A493.

Scheme Description

The Scheme would consist of a new 1.2km
long single carriageway road. The road would
start at the northern edge of Machynlleth,
traverse the Afon Dyfi floodplain and then
re-join the existing A487 at Ffriddgate. The
road would consist of one lane in each
direction, with the verge on the western side
incorporating a shared footway /cycleway.

The Scheme would commence north of the
existing Cambrian Line Railway Bridge at the
edge of Machynlleth and start to rise on an
embankment. There would be a new junction
to the west, connecting with the realigned
existing A487 which would cease to be a
trunk road. There would then be a new
junction to the east, providing access to the
Dyfi Eco Park.

The Scheme would continue to rise on an
embankment to a height of 4.2m above
existing ground level before passing onto a
725m long elevated viaduct over the floodplain
of the Afon Dyfi and the river itself. The
viaduct would comprise 18 spans of steel and
concrete construction supported by pairs of
round concrete columns on piled foundations.

The viaduct would be wide enough for a

lane of traffic in each direction and a shared
footpath/cycleway on the western side. The
verge on the eastern side would be 0.6m
wide along the straight section of viaduct, and
widen around the southern bend in order to
provide adequate stopping sight distance.

After crossing the floodplain the viaduct would
reach its highest point above existing ground
level (9m) at the river. Located approximately
480m upstream of the existing Pont-ar-Ddyfi,
the viaduct would have a 74m single span
crossing over the Afon Dyfi.

The Scheme would then connect with the
existing A487 with a junction at Friddgate.
Between this junction and Pont-ar-Ddyfi, the
existing A487 would cease to be a trunk road
and would be renumbered as the A493.

Byddai mesurau Gostegu Traffig yn cael eu
gosod ar yr A493, trwy adeiladu rhwystrau
ymwthiol ar y ffordd gerbydau yn union i’'r
gogledd o Bont-ar-Ddyfi ger Bythynnod Pen-
y-Bont. Byddai llinellau ildio yn creu 16n sengl
flaenoriaethol a fyddai’n mynnu bod traffig sy’n
teithio tua’r gorllewin yn rhoi blaenoriaeth i
draffig sy’n teithio tua’r dwyrain.

Byddai Pont-ar-Ddyfi’n cael ei chyfyngu,
trwy gyfrwng Gorchymyn Cyfyngu Traffig, i
ddefnyddwyr heblaw modurwyr a mynediad
i gerbydau tirfeddianwyr a ganiateir yn ystod
llifogydd yn unig (ac yn amodol ar derfyn
pwysau priodol).

Byddai terfyn cyflymder o 40 mya, 200m o
hyd, yn cael ei ddarparu ar ben deheuol y
draphont wrth nesau at yr ardal drefol 30 mya.
Ni fyddai goleuadau stryd yn cael eu gosod ar
y Cynllun, heblaw o fewn yr ardal drefol

30 mya.

Byddai bwnd rhag llifogydd yn cael ei adeiladu
ar hyd ffin ogleddol Parc Eco Dyfi; byddai
hwn, ar y cyd ag arglawdd newydd y ffordd, yn
helpu i amddiffyn yr ardal hon rhag llifogydd.

Byddai dwy system ddraenio newydd

a phympiau’n cael eu gosod wrth Bont
Rheilffordd Leiniau’r Cambrian ac wrth
fythynnod Pen-y-Bont a bydd y rhain, ar y
cyd a systemau draenio wedi’u huwchraddio,
yn mynd i'r afael & phroblemau llifogydd yn y
ddwy ardal hyn.

A section of Traffic Calming would be
introduced on the A493, by constructing build-
outs into the carriageway immediately north
of Pont-ar-Ddyfi at Pen-y-Bont cottages. Give
Way lines would create a priority single lane
requiring westbound traffic to give priority to
opposing eastbound traffic.

Pont-ar-Ddyfi would be restricted, by means
of a Traffic Restriction Order, to non-motorised
users and vehicular access by permitted
landowners during times of flooding only (and
subject to an appropriate weight limit).

A 200m long 40mph speed limit would be
provided on the southern end of the viaduct on
the approach to the 30mph urban area. The
Scheme would not have street lighting, apart
from within the 30mph urban area.

A flood bund would be constructed along the
northern boundary of the Dyfi Eco Park, which
together with the new road embankment
would help protect this area from flooding.

Two new pumped drainage systems would be
installed at the Cambrian Line Railway Bridge
and Pen-y-Bont cottages which combined
with upgraded drainage systems, where
appropriate, will address flooding issues in
both these areas.

Byddai’r Cynllun yn caniatau i ddefnyddwyr
heblaw modurwyr deithio’n ddiogel ar hyd y
draphont trwy ddefnyddio troedffordd/llwybr
beicio ar y cyd o fewn y llain orllewinol 2.5m
o led, a fyddai’n parhau ar hyd y draphont a’r
bont yn gyfan gwbl.

Byddai Pont-ar-Ddyfi yn cael ei chyfyngu i
ddefnyddwyr heblaw modurwyr a cherbydau a
ganiateir yn unig.

Beth sy’n digwydd i’r ffordd bresennol?

Byddai statws cefnffordd yr A487 bresennol
i'r de o’r afon yn cael ei ddileu, a byddai
mynediad o’r de yn cael ei ddarparu trwy
gyffordd-T yr A487 arfaethedig/yr A487
bresennol.

Byddai cefnffordd bresennol yr A487 yn cael ei
chulhau o ddwy 16n i un I6n am ran fer o Bont-

ar-Ddyfi er mwyn darparu lleoedd parcio cilfan.

The Scheme would affect a number of public
rights of way, namely National Cycle Network
route No.8 and No.82, Wales Coast Path and
footway/cycleways FP1 and FP14. Temporary
diversions and crossing places would be
provided during the construction phase until
the paths become usable again.

The Scheme would allow non-motorised users
to travel safely along the viaduct by use of a
shared footway/cycleway within the 2.5m wide
western verge, which would continue the full
length of the viaduct and bridge.

Pont-ar-Ddyfi would be restricted to non-
motorised users and permitted vehicles only.

What happens to the existing road?

The existing A487 south of the river would

be de-trunked and access from the south
provided by the proposed A487/existing A487
T-Junction.

The existing two lane A487 trunk road would
be narrowed to a single lane for a short
section south of Pont-ar-Ddyfi in order to
provide layby parking spaces.

The footway/cycleway adjacent to the existing
A487 south of the river would remain.

Access from the north over the existing Pont-

ar-Ddyfi would be restricted by de-mountable

bollards to non-motorised users and permitted
vehicles only.

North of the river, the existing A487 would
cease to be a trunk road and become an
extension of the A493 and remain open for
use by all vehicles and non-motorised users.

Give Way lines
would create a priority single lane requiring
westbound traffic to give priority to opposing
eastbound traffic. The build-outs would
provide a raised footway along the front of
the existing Pen-y-Bont Cottages, with a safe
Non-Motorised User crossing point.

A 300m long section with a 30mph speed limit
would be introduced on the A493 past the
residential properties located north of
Pont-ar-Ddyfi.

Engineering Standards

The Scheme has been designed taking
into account all relevant national and local
planning policies, plans and standards.

There would be some departures from
standards in terms of highway geometry to
deliver the proposed layout and minimise
impact on the environment.

Flooding

The design of the new bridge has been
undertaken with consideration being given to
minimising the impacts on the flood regime
within the Dyfi floodplain.

The Scheme would reduce the requirement
for road closures due to river flooding from
a frequency of greater than a 1 in 2 year
event to less than a 1 in 100 year event plus
climate change. This will provide benefit to
the economy, public safety and access for
emergency services.

The Dyfi Eco Park would also be protected up
to the 1 in 100 year flood event.

Flood protection and improved highway
drainage are proposed to protect the existing
A493 and adjacent residential properties
immediately downstream of Pont-ar-Ddfyi
and existing A487 at Cambrian Line Railway
Bridge.

Land Use

Much of the surrounding land to the Scheme is
agricultural floodplain.

The Scheme would require approximately 10.3
hectares of land in total (including temporary
land for construction and environmental
mitigation).

There would be no requirement to demolish
any buildings.

Ground Conditions

A ground investigation survey has been
carried out to provide information for the
design. The Scheme area is flat and mainly
comprises of sand, silt and clay, indicative of a
flood plain.

Drainage of the new road would be by a
combination of kerb & gulley and combined
kerb drainage units.

The new drainage system would include
measures to remove pollutants in surface
water and control flow into the watercourses.

Public Utilities

There are a number of utilities in the area
which would be impacted by the Scheme.
Diversions of BT apparatus, existing overhead
electricity cables and water mains would be
required. An existing gas pipeline would be
protected.

Construction

The construction phase is anticipated to
extend for 25 months. Following construction
the environmental mitigation would be
managed and monitored for three years.

Early construction activities would include
setting up site access, fencing, compounds
and starting vegetation clearance.

To minimise the environmental impacts and to
limit construction works within the floodplain,
the viaduct would be installed using a ‘push
launch’ method: after installation of piles and
columns the deck of the viaduct would be
constructed at the southern end and gradually
pushed out over the piers. The new bridge
across the river would be lifted into place by a
crane.

Vehicles using the existing roads maybe
subject to speed restrictions and single way
traffic movements with traffic lights.

Night work would be kept to a minimum as
would security and construction lighting so

as to minimise the effects of the construction
works on residents, the Snowdonia National
Park’s Dark Skies Reserve status and wildlife.

No properties would be demolished to enable
construction of the Scheme.

The economic benefits of the Scheme are
summarised in the table below:

At this location the A487 forms an essential
link between North Wales and Aberystwyth/
West Wales Coast by connecting communities
to the north of Machynlleth to the south. Pont-
ar-Ddyfi has an important economic and social
function by providing access to employment
and services. Closures of Pont-ar-Ddyfi affect
between 5,000 and 7,000 vehicles per day
depending on the time of year. Therefore,
despite a low Benefit Cost Ratio, in terms

of Value for Money the scheme would be
classified as ‘Medium’ due to the essential
nature of the connection. The scheme

would add resilience to the trunk and local
road networks, reducing severance caused

by road closures, and providing reliable
access to employment and services for local
communities and for tourists.
