Technical information about these results

1. Confidence intervals (error bars / margins of error)
All figures from the Welsh Housing Conditions Survey are estimates with a margin of error around them. Confidence intervals are included
to show the range the true figure is likely to lie in.

Confidence intervals can be used to help tell whether a difference in the survey results hetween groups is likely to show a real difference in
the population (“statistically significant”) or is more likely to be down to the particular people who happened to take part in the survey. As a
rough guide, if the confidence intervals for the two groups don't overlap, the difference is statistically significant.

This approach is not as rigorous as doing a formal statistical test, but is straightforward, widely used and reasonably robust. For more
information on the use of confidence results to identify differences, see the Quality report available on the WHC. webpage

The confidence intervals given here are 95% confidence intervals, calculated taking the survey design into account.

2. Summary / Derived variables

These are calculated based on the results of questions and/or information from elsewhere. They are not directly asked of National Survey
respondents, or collected in this manner during the WHCS inspections. Examples include age grouped into 3 categories, and the local
authority a respondent lives in.
