 THE A483 TRUNK ROAD (RHOSMAEN 

STREET, LLANDEILO, CARMARTHENSHIRE) 

(TEMPORARY PROHIBITION OF VEHICLES) 

ORDER 2024 

 
The Welsh Ministers have made an Order under 

section 16A of the Road Traffic Regulation Act 1984, 

which is necessary to enable the Llandeilo Pride 

Parade event to be held on or near the A483 trunk 

road at Llandeilo, Carmarthenshire. 

 

The effect of the Order is to temporarily prohibit all 

vehicles, other than those being used by the 

emergency services or for the event, from proceeding 

on the length of the A483 trunk road known as 

Rhosmaen Street, Llandeilo that extends from its 

junction with Heol y Garreg Las to its junction with 

King Street. 

 

The Order comes into force on 15 June 2024 and has 

a maximum duration of 1 day. The temporary 

prohibition is expected to operate from 12:00 – 12:30 

hours on that date. No alternative routes are necessary 

as traffic will be held under a rolling closure and 

allowed to follow the march.
