Welsh Government does not hold information for parts 1-3. We do, however, hold the
following information for question 4, A list of any and all loans given to Dauson

Environmental Group and any subsidiaries of that Company:

e Dauson Environmental has received 4 loans from the bank.

e Two historic loans were fully and successfully repaid.

e The company took a loan through the Covid Wales Business Loans Scheme,
which is also being fully serviced.

¢ Finally, the company has recently been loaned £400k to support the purchase
of a solar farm.
